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2. Enter a formula to calculate the sale price (25% added on). The sale price increase is shown in cell B17.  Use an absolute cell reference to refer to this cell. 

Sale price = purchase price * sale price increase.

3. Calculate the bulk order discount (25%). Use an absolute cell reference for this cell.
Bulk order discount = sale price * bulk order discount %

4. To work out if VAT is paid use an IF statement.  If the Category is ADULT then the VAT should be paid, otherwise NO VAT should be paid 

5. To work out the VAT RATE use a vlookup using the Vat table on the bottom left of the sheet. The vat rate for adults is 17.5 percent; the vat rate for children is 0.

6. Calculate the VAT Amount. Vat Amount = Vat Rate * Sale Price
7. Calculate the Gross Amount. Gross Amount = Sale Price + Vat Amount
8. Use a formula to calculate the total, max, min and average for Quantity, Purchase price, sale price and bulk order discount columns.
9. Print one copy with your name and the name of the file as a header.

10. Print 1 copy showing all formulae, make sure that your name and the file name are shown as a header.

11. Create a report on a new sheet that shows the minimum, maximum and average for all numeric fields – print out a copy (change the header to include a report title) – (hint use Paste special and paste link)

12. Create a chart that shows the Stock and Quantity – save this on a new sheet – print out the chart.

13. Create a front menu using macros so that the stock controller can navigate between sheets, print out a copy

14. Hand in all specified printouts.
